4. Perform coarse adjustment so that laser beam is radiated at the center
of the top of the opposed receiver (or emitter). After adjustment, temporarily
tighten the mounting bracket on top.

5. Turn OFF the F39-PTR and remove it.

6. Perform coarse adjustment steps 2 to 5 as needed and temporarily tighten the
mounting bracket.

7. Also perform coarse adjustment steps 2 to 6 for the receiver (or emitter).
